Updates

· Be clear to have speakers are speaking to relevant topics  - ask speakers to submit an outline of what they are going to talk to, in advance
· Suggested that we invite the Governor to the Hampton Roads Town Hall
· Perhaps Census should be tee'd up as a topic?

· Education - Ray will explore, narrow to ESL, perhaps at High School levels
